CHARGING POLICY FOR STATHERN PRIMARY SCHOOL 2019
1.
The provisions of the 1988 Education Reform Act will be followed.

2.
In addition to free provision of education during the school day, pupils whose parents are receiving: income support; income based job seekers allowance; support under Part 6 of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1990; or Child Tax Credit (providing that they do not also receive Working Tax Credit and have an annual income, assessed by the Inland Revenue, that does not exceed £13,230) will not be charged board and lodging where otherwise applicable to residential activities. The principal/head teacher undertakes that parents will be told of the right to claim free activities if they are receiving these benefits.
